HOUSEHOLDS IN ASSET POVERTY
Asset poverty is a measure that expands the notion of poverty to establish a minimum threshold of wealth
needed for household security. A household is asset poor if it has in sufficient net worth to support itself at the
federal poverty level for three months in the absence of income, i.e., net worth of less than $4,577 for a family
of three in 2009. Asset poor households would not have enough savings or wealth to provide for basic needs
during a sudden job loss or a medical emergency. Households of color and single-parent households are more
likely to be asset poor, as are those with lower levels of education. Even middle income families face asset
poverty. In Minneapolis, 31% of households earning between $37,741 and $59,604 are asset poor.
